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“The Invitation Continues…”

Someone asked me the other day why I am relentless in talking 
about volunteer opportunities.  “You’ve asked me 5 times and 
each time I have said ‘no.’  Don’t you get tired of asking?  

Don’t you ever stop?” 

In moments of weariness, I have to admit, that question does 
haunt me.  So why do I, why do those who are devoting our 
lives to AIDS awareness, keep asking people to do something?  

Why do we keep asking for donations, for volunteer time? 

Twenty years from now, when our children and our 
grandchildren ask us what we did in the face of the largest 

pandemic of modern times, what will you tell them? 

Over 40 million people are living with HIV/AIDS around the 
world.  This is a crisis of Biblical proportions.  You are alive 
today witnessing it.  Even if you don’t see it every day  like 
those of us who have responded to the call to get involved, you 
are witnessing it.  Even if you try to turn your face away, you 

are witnessing it.   

There is something you can do today.  I don’t know exactly 
what it is, but it is my job to keep giving you options to do 
something.  It is my job to continue asking you to volunteer.  It 
is my job to continue asking you to make a donation.  It is my 
job to continue asking you to learn more, and to share the 

information with your children and your loved ones. 

Until there is no more suffering in silence...until there are no 
parents losing their children to this disease…until there is more 
awareness and education about this virus that entered our world 
over 25 years ago...our job is to give you the information, the 

options, the support to do something.   

Everyone has a call to do something.  It may not be to devote 
your life to AIDS awareness and support, but you are being 
called to do something, to give something.  Perhaps I haven’t 
asked you for the right thing, or at the right time, or in the right 
way.  Perhaps I am not the right person to ask you.  But the 
question will keep coming.  It has to be asked of you.  Until 
there is a cure, you are the best option we have.  And our 

children deserve it.  Their future is up to you. 

TIHAN and SAAF are working together to brighten 

the holidays for our CarePartners and their families, 

and we need  individuals, groups, and faith 

communities to "adopt" a family or a child and 

purchase a holiday gift ($25-$50 per person).

Buy A Raffle Ticket to Win a 2008 Ford 

Mustang and Help Support TIHAN! 
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One part of the Pension Protection Act of 2006 allows a taxpayer over the age of 70 and one-half years to transfer up to 
$100,000 from an IRA directly to a charitable organization, such as TIHAN. This provision, which expires at the end of 
the year, excludes the amount of the gift (up to $100,000) from a taxpayer’s gross income. 
 
Before the passage of this law, taxpayers who wished to use funds from an IRA to make charitable gifts would be 
required to first make a withdrawal from an IRA, receive the distribution as taxable income, and then deduct the 
charitable gift as an itemized deduction.  Because of limitations on deductions, some taxpayers were not able to deduct 
all of their gifts. 
 
This part of the law will be especially beneficial for those who use the standard deduction and do not itemize.  These 
taxpayers receive essentially an unlimited charitable income tax deduction of up to $100,000. 
 
In addition, the charitable rollover gift will count towards satisfying the taxpayer’s required minimum distribution for 
2007. 
 
If you would like to make a charitable IRA rollover gift this year, you should: 
 1.  Ask your tax advisor to make certain that you will receive favorable tax treatment under this law; and 
 2.  If so, then ask your IRA custodian, administrator, or trustee for instructions on how to complete the transfer. 
At a time when an IRA can be the major asset of an estate, taking advantage of this limited-time opportunity may make 
great sense. 

Take Advantage of this Offer Before December 31—Charitable IRA Rollover Law

Comments from Youth Evaluations After Participating in 

TIHAN’s “From Brokenness to Wholeness” HIV/AIDS 

Prevention Curriculum (presented to sophomores, ages 15-16) 
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At some point, each of us will be faced with selecting a new treatment regimen.  It may be because resistance has 
developed, or because side-effects have become intolerable, or even because we are seeking a simpler regimen that is 

easier to adhere to.  For many of us, the appeal of taking our meds once a day is an irresistible attraction. 

The good news:  there are quite a few very good once-a- day regimens.  The bad news: given our individual situation, 
once-a day may not be possible. In addition, excellent adherence is paramount.  We simply cannot miss doses if we wish 

to avoid developing resistance.  Here are some of the current HIV anti-retroviral medications that can be taken once a day: 

Atripla  (Viread, Emtriva (Truvada), Sustiva).  The plus: it’s one pill once a day.  The minus: many of us may already be 
resistant to one of the three components.  In addition, the central nervous system side effects, in particular, may prove 

difficult for some people. 

Epzicom , (Abacavir and Epivir (3TC)).  The plus: two medications in one pill.  The minus: some people maybe sensitive 

to Abacavir and develop a rash, others may be already resistant to 3TC. 

Kaletra.  The plus: a high barrier to resistance.  In addition, it may be taken with or without food, it is already combined 
with Norvir, and it no longer needs refrigeration.  The minus: once a day is only recommended for those just 
beginning HIV treatment.  It has been reported that there is a higher incidence of elevated triglycerides in some 

Kaletra patients. 

Lexiva.  The plus: this new version of the older drug, Agenerase, allows for better absorption and therefore a lot fewer 
pills per day.  The minus:  The once a day dose is not recommended for treatment-experienced individuals.  It has 
been proven to be more potent when boosted with two Norvir capsules, which may increase the possibility of 

digestive side effects.  In addition, Norvir should be refrigerated, especially during the hot summer months. 

Reyataz.  The plus, this medication has a better lipid profile (cholesterol, triglycerides) than some other boosted protease 
inhibitors.  The minus: It also has been proven to work better when it is boosted with Norvir, which may increase the 
incidence of hyperbilirubinemia (the often harmless yellowing of the skin and eyes that usually dissipates fairly 
quickly).  In addition, there are other non-HIV medications that may interact with Reyataz.  As with any antiretroviral 

regimen, make sure you discuss all medications you are taking with your clinician.  

Videx EC (DDI).  The plus: this may be a good once a day option for people that may have developed resistance to other 
medications.  The minus: this is a first generation HIV drug that must usually be taken on an empty stomach, which 
may complicate adherence, especially when most other HIV meds must be taken with food.  In addition, side effects 

such as peripheral neuropathy, pancreatitis, and lactic acidosis are possible.  

As you can see, the decision of what anti-retroviral regimen is more 
complicated than saying, “I want a once a day regimen.”  The right 
drug combination is one that not only fits your life, but also is going to 
do the best job fighting your virus.  Remember that resistance is a side 
effect that never goes away.  We have many exciting new options that 
are on the horizon, but they all work better if you have other active 

drugs to pair them with.

With all the new medications that help people live 

longer with AIDS, could there be a new movement on 

the horizon for persons living with HIV/AIDS 

(PLWA)?  When I was first diagnosed as HIV-positive 

in 1992, I was told I had five years to live.  I thought 

that my life would probably be over sooner than what 

the doctor told me.  Each day, another friend died.  

There was not one week in 1992 that I did not have a 

memorial service to attend.  It was a very difficult 

time in my life.  I was told to immediately go on 

disability, but I refused.  I had to keep working to try 

and save whatever kind of sanity I had left.   

 

Sometimes, I felt that it would be best for me to just  

give up!  But here I am, 15 years later, and I’m still 

ticking.  Times are changing the way PLWAs live, 

and we are living longer.  I thought:  “What am I 

going to do now?  I have prepared myself to die and I 

am actually going to live!”  I was so stuck in the 

future with death that I was not living in the present.  

I believe that many of us long-term survivors have 

felt that way.  But here we are in 2007!  So where is 

the support for the living?   

 

Most AIDS services were set up to take care of the 

sick and dying.  But where do we go from here with 

most of us living, hopefully a healthier life?  I am 

afraid I have more questions 

than answers.  I have been 

wondering about what I can do 

to keep this healthier way of 

life.  I was so confused for so 

long.  I have been addicted to 

almost anything that made me 

feel good.  Anything to take me 

away from the pain and fear 

that I have had living with this 

deadly disease.  But I sobered 

up.  I got clean and stopped 

using drugs.  I was left in this 

pile of dust swirling around me and it was laughing 

back at me.  I was lost and still alive. 

 

In 2003, I had to go on disability and give up a career 

as a chef, another blow to my ego.  I was stuck with 

all these feelings and began to remember lost dreams.  

I always had images of going back to school for an 

education in creative writing.  But I had great 

hesitation because I’m older than the traditional 

student. 

 

I did do a few courses, just for fun.  My grades were 

pretty good.  So, I took a dive into the educational 

process and went back to school.  I am now a senior at 

A New Time in the AIDS Movement?

the University of Arizona.  This has been a long process for 

me.  Even though I am a senior, I have to be realistic with 

my disability.  All the medications that are making me 

healthy are also giving me a lot of side effects.  One of the 

worst is fatigue.  How I hate it!  So in order to be 

productive in the learning process, I had to learn to take it 

easy.   

 

After spending a lot of time in the hospital the last few 

years, I decided that I had to readjust my schedule.  Last 

fall, I took just one class, and last spring I took two 

classes.  I am getting used to the idea of compromise—not 

that I like this idea—but it can make life a little easier on 

my body.  The reason I am telling you all this is that I 

have a future now!  I am preparing myself to be a Creative 

Writing/English Professor.  Now that I have put all this 

into print, let me continue with this new movement. 

 

The main point for us living with HIV/AIDS is that we are 

living longer.  What is going to happen for this new 

generation of PLWAs?  How do we change the strategy to 

support us with issues very different than we used to 

have?  It has to start somewhere.  But who is going to take 

that first step?  

 

The focus of this article is empowerment.  Sometime in 

the near future, change needs to occur to assist those of us 

living with HIV/AIDS to prepare for a longer life.  I think 

it has to begin with the HIV/AIDS agencies, with a 

revamping of services to guide us back into the workplace.  

There can be a system set up to re-educate us, and a 

program to find funds for vocational 

services.  In order for people living with 

HIV/AIDS to feel empowered, there has 

to be support from our peers.  

Empowerment comes from a dream.  A 

dream comes from the heart.  We are 

survivors.  We no longer have to have the 

dream of death.  We no longer have to be 

a victim of this disease.  It is time to step 

up to the plate and take practice swings. 

   

There are enough resources in our 

community to assist us in becoming the people we have 

dreamed of, to live healthier lives, and to be a constructive 

part of the community.  I lost a vital part of my livelihood 

when I had to retire from the catering business, but it also 

opened another window for me and that was the ability to 

go back to 

school.  Sure, 

the time to 

complete my 

education is 

taking longer, 

but it seems 

that all I have 

is time. 

I have been addicted to 

almost anything that made 

me feel good.  Anything to 

take me away from the pain 

and fear that I have had 

living with this deadly 

disease.
